Using everyday and found objects,
as well as taking inspiration from
what we might normally regard as
rubbish, the results will surprise you.
Each object featured is transformed
from its former self to an intriguing,
wonderful and sometimes barely
recognisable creation.

This exhibition brings together the
work of two very different artists in
their quest to reflect on the ‘little bits
of wonderful’ that can be found in
each and every day. As we get older,
our sense of wonder is sometimes
lost in the day-to-day reality of
living. Join Karen Windle and Dave
Underwood in their uplifting journey
to capture some of their own precious
moments of wonder and be inspired
to find the wonder in your day too.

The exhibition features a lively and
eclectic series of works by both artists.
Karen'’s vividly coloured acrylic on
canvas paintings and hand coloured
prints provide a striking contrast to the
clean lines and dramatic atmosphere
of Dave’s SLR digital photographs.

The artistic partnership of Karen and
Dave - dubbed ‘Windlewood’ as the
logical union of their family names -
began when the couple began travelling
in the 1980s. At this time, Karen was
growing to be an accomplished artist
whose paintings were being sold into
private collections around the world.
The sights, sounds and experiences
of their journeys provided Karen
with subject matter for her paintings
and Dave with precious anecdotes to
fill his travel journals. In 2000, Dave
launched a successful parallel career

as a travel photojournalist, enabling
him to publish stories and photographs
around the world. For Dave, writing
gradually took a back seat as his
love of photography grew and the
pair began jointly exhibiting using a
theme-based approach.

The process of crafting a theme-
based joint exhibition has enabled
both Karen and Dave to consider
their work through new eyes. The
theme of the exhibition has grounded
the subject matter of the works, but it
has also allowed a greater range of
interpretations through the mediums
in which they were created. This helps
to ensure that there is something for
everyone and encourages the visitor
to both consider and share their own
experiences.

The way that an
infinite number of patterns, textures
and objects can be created using
just one long strand of yarn, or two in
the case of Fair Isle, is intriguing and
compelling in my view.

| discovered felting also, finding myself
caught up in the delight of creating
3D items using woollen fibres, soap
and water. These techniques have
continued to inspire me today.

In my work | love to explore colour
and line, using nature as inspiration,
to create unique functional items. In
Fair Isle knitting, translating nature into
knittable graphs is a mathematical
process, whereas embellishing felted
work is much more like sketching or
doodling. Through my craft, | get to
exercise both sides of the brain and
have untold fun along the way.
