"My latest body of work revisits a
long-standing fascination with
crystalline glazes & their formulation.
The crystals are grown within the
glaze by careful manipulation of the
kiln temperature during the period
when the glaze surface, while still
molten, is no longer fluid.

This can take many hours of holding
and dropping of the temperature to
grow crystals of a good size. Different
metallic salts provide the basis for an
expansive colour palate of crystalline
glazes, which can include contrasting
background and crystal colours.
Crystal growth is quite random and
the chance results make every kiln
opening an exciting event.

| like to keep the shape and form of
these wheel-thrown pieces relatively
simple as | feel this complements the
often very complex dendritic, floral
or stellar formations on the surface.
Some glazes can give the illusion
that the pot could be glass, while
with ofhers the piece can look like
polished agate.
